The new membership fee 

All individual members of the I.S.S.S. have been informed by special notice 
of the decision of the Council to increase membership fee to two dollars per annum, 
as per January 1, 1965. 

During the discussions on this point at the Bucharest meeting, it was stressed 
by a number of representatives that a raise must have been long overdue as the 
buying value of any currency has over the last fifteen years steadily been going 
down. Accordingly, and in the Netherlands especially over the last three years, 
prices in all fields did go up to such a degree that it was no longer possible to keep 
the annual subscription at the already low 1950 one dollar level. 

I am happy to announce that up to this moment less than 2 % of the members 
requested to be removed from the membership list, and even in a number of cases 
these were fellow-members who had reached or were to reach the retirement age, 
or whose field of interest had shifted to a rather alien field of science. 

I am now faced with the task to live up to this new financial level. There is, 
however, full confidence that the support, now not materially but spiritually and 
scientifically, will enable me to assist in steering our Society through an era of 
increased activity on behalf of individuals as well as of Soil Science in general.

Während der diesbezüglichen Besprechungen in der Bukarest Tagung wurde 
von einer Reihe von ländlichen Vertretern stark benachdruckt dass, wie die Kauf­
kraft irgendwelcher Valuta die letzten fünfzehn Jahre ständig zurücklief, eine 
Erhöhung des Jahresbeitrags eigentlich schon lange angewiesen war.

1—4. The President of the Organizing Committee, Professor Dr. N. Giosan, 
opens the session at 10.00 A.M. and announces that the Congress is honoured by the 
presence of his Excellency the President of the Council of the State of the 
Rumanian People's Republic, who then pronounces his impressive address of wel­
come in which he stresses the importance of soil science for reaching the ultimate 
goal of better living conditions for and peace among the nations of the world. 

Next followed President Professor Dr. N. C. Cernescu who opens the working 
sessions of the Society and calls upon the Secretary-General and Treasurer of the 
Society to read his reports.

The detailed financial report was audited by an Official Auditor and had been 
submitted to inspection by a Committee set up by the Council. It consisted of 
Professor I. Staicu, Rumania and Professor T. Sudo, Japan. Dr. Staicu reported 
that the Committee had found the Treasurer's administration to be in good order 
and proposed that the financial report be accepted. The General Meeting then 
approved both the secretarial and the financial report. The President thanked Dr. 
F. A. van Baren for the way in which he had handled the business of the Society. 
He proposed to the meeting to re-nominate Mr. van Baren as Secretary-General 
and Treasurer for the next period of four years. The meeting agreed to this 
proposal with acclamation. 

5. Report of ad hoc Committee on official languages 

This Committee, established at the 7th Congress at Madison, consisted of the 
members: V. Kovda, Unesco, Paris; V. Ignatieff, F.A.O., Rome; V. Aleixandre, 
Spain; H. C. Aslyng, Denmark and G. V. Jacks, U. K. The conclusions as presented 
by Dr. Kovda at the first meeting of the Council on Sunday, August 30th, read as 
follows: 

1. Every language of National Members of ISSS has equal value as means of 
communication in the widest sense of the word, and could be applied in activities 
of ISSS as working language. 

2. At present it is not feasible for economic reasons to admit more than three 
languages, as printing and simultaneous translations than should be the full 
responsibility of the secretariat of the Society. The limited budget does not allow 
for this extra expense. 

3. Any national organization is entitled to publish reports and official docu­
ments of the society in their national language: Russian, Spanish, Italian, etc., on 
its own expense. The form of presentation should however be fully similar to the 
official original documents, issued by the Secretary-General of the Society. 

4. In addition to English, French and German languages, any language should 
be accepted as a working language during meetings of Congresses or Conferences, 
provided the additional financial and technical resources are made available by the 
National Society concerned. 

These conclusions were approved by the Council, and subsequently proposed 
to the General Assembly. They were adopted unanimously. 

6. Report of ad hoc Committee on Rule K-2 

This Committee, established at the 7th Congress at Madison, consisted of the 
members: D. V. Crawford and G V. Jacks of the United Kingdom; F. Scheffer of 
Germany and H. Franz of Austria; G. Aubert and F. Fournier of France. The Secre­
tary-General presented the conclusion, at which these Committee-members had 
arrived, at the first meeting of the Council on Sunday, August 30th. It reads: 

The interpretation of "simple majority" means the highest number of votes 
obtained on a first ballot. This follows implicitely from the second part of the same 
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article which reads: "Decisions shall be passed by a simple majority vote, with 
the exception of proposals concerning the changes of the Rules of the Society or 
its liquidation". 

The conclusion was moved, seconded and carried by the Council and presented 
to the General Assembly for approval. This body agreed to the proposal. 

7. Honorary Members 

Owing to the passing away of the Honorary Member, Professor Gabriel Ber­
trand (France), there was a vacancy for Honorary Membership. The Council asked 
the General Assembly to approve the nomination of Professor James Arthur 
Prescott, F.R.S. Australia. The Secretary-General presents the following recom­
mendation: 

Professor J. A. Prescott has made outstanding contributions to Soil Science as 
a scientist and as a Director of scientific research in the University of Adelaide at 
the Waite Agricultural Research Institute and in the C.S.I.R.O. Division of Soils. 
He was Director of the Waite Institute from 1938 until his retirement in 1956, and 
was the first Chief of the C.S.I.R.O. Division of Soils, a position he held from 1929 
to 1947. These two positions were held jointly for nearly 20 years. 

Professor Prescott carried out his earlier research at Rothamsted Experimental 
Station, where he was associated with Sir John Russell, F.R.S. He then worked in 
Egypt and in 1924 accepted the University of Adelaide's invitation to become its 
Foundation Professor of Agricultural Chemistry, a position he still held at his 
retirement. 

His earlier research was concerned with the distribution and characteristics 
of the soils of the vast (3 million square miles) and sparsely populated Australian 
continent. This work led to the publication of C.S.I.R. Bulletin No. 52, "The Soils 
of Australia in Relation to Vegetation and Climate", wich is regarded as a classic 
contribution to the subject. He later revised the "Soil Map of Australia", which 
was first published in 1931. Professor Prescott was associated with the early trace 
element research in Southern Australia. 

Professor Prescott recognised the important role of the extreme water regime 
of the Australian environment as a soil-forming factor and also as a major con­
trolling factor in agriculture production and as a result carried out extensive 
research on soil water and methods of estimating evaporation from ground surfaces. 
The numerous occurrences of laterite in the Australian landscape led him to develop 
an active interest in this topic, and he subsequently published, with Professor R. L. 
Pendleton, "Laterite and Lateritic Soils" — Technical Communication No. 47 of the 
Commonwealth Bureau of Soil Science. 

The pioneering work which Professor Prescott carried out can be said to have 
profoundly influenced the development of Agriculture in Australia; it also brought 
about full appreciation of the important role that soil science could play in 
developing the nation's resources. 

In 1948 Professor Prescott was honoured by the award of Commander of the 
British Empire. He was elected a Fellow of the Royal Society in 1951 in recognition 
of his distinguished contributions to soil classification, soil chemistry and climato­
logy. In Australia he has received many honours attesting the quality and impor­
tance of his numerous research publications. In 1954 he became a Foundation 
Fellow of the Australian Academy of Science. He is an Honorary Member of the 
Australian Society of Soil Science. He is also a Fellow of the Australian Institute 
of Agricultural Science and has been awarded the medal of that Society (1951) and 
the Farrer Medal (1948) for his contribution to Soil Science. 

Since his retirement Professor Prescott has maintained an active interest in 
Soil Science and Australian Science generally as a Fellow of the Australian Aca­
demy of Science. 

8. Next Congress 

The Council received an invitation of the Australian Society of Soil Science 
to hold the 9th Congress at Adelaide, South Australia. This invitation, accompanied 
by official support of the Australian Government was accepted by the Council. The 
proposal to the General Assembly to ratify this decision met with unanimous 
approval. 

There being no other business, the President adjourned the meeting to 2.00 A.M. 
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The afternoon session was fully devoted to the FAO/UNESCO Soil Map of 
the World Project. Dr. Aubert (France), Chairman of Commission V, presided over 
the meeting, which had on its agenda: 

Professor V. Kovda, UNESCO : History of the Project 
Dr. L. Bramao, FAO : Progress Report 
Dr. R. Dudal, FAO : Presentation of regional and continental 

draft soil maps 
Dr. F. A. van Baren (Neth.) : Report on laboratory research programme. 
Professor Kovda concluded the session with a presentation of a paper on the 

similarities and différencies in the history of the soils of the continents. 
A technical discussion on the project took place on Saturday, September 5th 

in a special meeting of Commission V. The report will be included in the Trans­
actions of the Congress. 

On Tuesday, September 1st, the Congress turned to the task of discussing 644 
papers actually presented at the Congress. The material was treated in various 
classified groups of allied subjects. The following summary reviews the items and 
gives the number of papers presented in each of the normal and joint sessions of 
the various commissions.

4. Article 1-7 of the Rules provides that the Commissions with the approval 
of the Council may hold special meetings between the Congresses. It thus is 
approved that: 

a) a joint meeting of Commissions II and IV will be held in 1966 at a place 
and time later to be determined; 

b) Commission V organizes a Symposium on Mediterranean Soils in Septem­
ber 1966 in Spain, with excursions to Portugal and Morocco. 

The Council further: 

a) approved that the membership fee be increased to two dollars per annum, 
as per January 1st, 1965; 

b) decided to establish a special Committee on the Rules to study any changes 
which have to be made in order to make the Rules up-to-date; 

c) approved that the Committee on Saline Soils be re-activated (see Bulletin 
No. 1, 1962, page 6, and No. 7, 1955, page 6); 

d) decided that any Committee established by the Society be dissolved in case 
of evident non-activity; 

e) approved that the Working Group on Forest Soils be converted into a Com­
mittee on Forest Soil Ecology, thus including the fields of interest of Commissions 
III, IV and V; 

f) approved that a Working Group be established within Commission II to 
study the Terminology of Humus Compounds; 

g) approved that a Working Group be established within Commission V to 
study the nomenclature of macro- and micro-morphological characteristics of soils; 

h) approved that a study be made into the possibility to cooperate with the 
editing of a new periodical dedicated to the publishing of Regional Reviews on Soil 
Science. 

5. Resolutions 

1. The Congress expresses its great appreciation for the work initiated by 
FAO and UNESCO on the implementation of the Soil Map of the World Project. 
Both maps and reports submitted to the Congress are considered to be a step of the 
utmost importance in the evaluation of our greatest resource, The Soil. The project 
has full support of the International Society of Soil Science. 

Recognizing the above and the basic contribution of the Project to the 
Development-Decade of the United Nations, the 8th Congres of the International 
Society of Soil Science in its plenary meeting at Bucharest, Rumania, on September 
9th, 1964, strongly recommends: 
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a) that the Continuation of the Project to its Successful Completion be 
Secured; 

b) that National Societies and Individual Members give Full Cooperation to 
the Project. 

2. The International Society of Soil Science, assembled in a general meeting 
on September 9th, 1964, in Bucharest, Rumania, expresses its warm thanks to the 
Government of the People's Republic of Rumania for the cordial and most effective 
hospitality made available to the International Soil Congress and its individual 
participating members, and specifically expresses its appreciation for the personal 
interest of His Excellency the President of the Council of the State of the Rumanian 
People's Republic in this event, decides that a telegram of thanks be sent to this 
august person, expresses its deep appreciation to the President of the Society, 
Professor Dr. N. C. Cernescu, and to the Members of the Organizing Committee for 
their tremendous efforts in organizing the International Congress which resulted in 
a most successful performance. Special thanks are due to its President, Professor 
Dr. N. Giosan, its Secretary-General Professor Dr. G. Obrejanu, and its Secretary, 
Dr. I Trifu.

6. Address of the out-going President, Prof. Dr. N. C. Cernescu. 

Ladies and Gentlemen, 
With today's meeting of the General Assembly, the works of the International 

Congress of Soil Science are reaching their end. It will be very difficult to present 
a scientific balance-sheet of what has been accomplished during the sessions of the 
various Commissions in these ten days of intense activity. This balance-sheet will 
be presented by the reports of the Commissions, which will be published in the 
Congress proceedings. 

I must however underline the interest with which were followed the papers 
presented before the Commissions as well as the discussions which took place in 
the special meetings and symposions, organized in view of establishing a unity 
of opinion on some actual problems of soil science, and which lead to resolutions 
and important suggestions concerning researches in the sphere of this science. 

I wish to express my thanks to all those who, by their active participation, 
contributed to the success of this Congress and first of all to the executive Com­
mittee and the officers of the Commissions who spared no effort for the imple­
mentation of the Congress programme at a high scientific level. It is my duty and 
privilege to express my gratitude to the authorized representatives of the FAO 
and UNESCO Organizations as well as to the International Agencies for Atomic 
Energy, whose collaboration highly contributed to the prestige of the present 
Congress. 

I am certainly in accordance with all participants in warmly thanking Dr. F. 
A. van Baren, the Secretary General, for his competent contribution during the 
organizing period as well as during the Congress. 

The Organizing Committee and my colleagues of the Rumanian Society of 
Soil Science as well as all those who cooperated in the organization of the Congress 
are expressing by my voice their particular satisfaction of having been able to 
contribute to the success of the Congress, responding thus to the confidence granted 
by those who chose Rumania as host-country for the Vlll th International Congress 
of Soil Science. 

Every International Congress is intended to establish personal connections and 
to contribute in this way to maintain and consolidate peace and international 
solidarity. 

We are convinced that the Vlll th International Congress of Soil Science has, 
in this respect as well, made a step forward on the way of international under­
standing. 

I assure you that the Rumanian people will vividly keep in mind the dear 
guests who visited our country during the Congress. 
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I express my warmest thanks to my colleagues who took the floor making 
kind appreciations. 

I now request prof. Quirk, Vice-President of the International Society of Soil 
Science, to take over the chair and give his exposition of the future Congress. 

7. Address of the Vice-President elect, Prof. Dr. J. P. Quirk, Mr. Chairman, Ladies 
and Gentlemen, 

On behalf of my colleagues in the Australian Society of Soil Science and the 
President-Elect Dr. E. G. Hallsworth, I would like to express sincere thanks for the 
honour you have accorded us in selecting our country as the venue for the 9th 
International Congress of this Society. 

I can assure you that we fully realize the magnitude of the task ahead and 
also that we shall do our utmost to sustain the high standards of previous Con­
gresses and especially this one in Bucharest. 

I know, Mr. Chairman, that only a small number of delegates at this Congress 
have previously visited Australia so perhaps you will permit me to refer briefly to 
our continent. 

Australia is as large as Europe, excluding Russia, and as large as tne United 
States. It has an area of 3 million square miles mainland of which more than one 
third is in the tropics. We have a wide variety of soils and some of these, such as 
the Red Brown Earths and Mallisols, are considered unique. Other soil groups 
range from those comparable with groups found in the Mediterranean Region and 
North Africa to podsolic and other leached soils of the highlands of Eastern 
Australia and in Western Australia. 

Because many of our soils have formed on strongly weathered parent materials, 
which are so widespread throughout the ancient continents, deficiency of phosphate 
is almost ubiquitous and furthermore in Southern Australia trace element deficien­
cies are frequent. 

As a result modern farming and other forms of land use have therefore been 
dependent on the growth of an agricultural technology to which Australian Soil 
and Plant Science have made important contributions. 

I feel certain that both the soils themselves and the extensive research which 
has lead to their successful use will be of great interest to the visiting delegates. 

A further assurance I would like to give you all, is that you can be confident 
of a warm and friendly welcome in Australia and particularly in Adelaide which 
is to be the host city for the Congress. We are mindful of the fine welcomes that 
many Australians have received from European and North American Soil Scientists 
and we look on the IXth Congress as an opportunity to show our overseas collea­
gues how much we have appreciated their hospitality. 

Ladies and gentlemen, allow me to express on your behalf, our cordial thanks 
to the Rumanian National Soil Science Society and the Rumanian soil scientists 
who have worked so hard to make this Congress an outstanding success. 

I know I speak for all the delegates here when I say that we were privileged 
to have this Congress, devoted to "Peace and Bread" opened by the President of 
the State Council of the Rumanian People's Republic. We are deeply grateful to 
Professor Giosan and his colleagues of the Organizing Committee, to our President 
Professor Cernescu, to our Vice-President Professor Obrejanu and to Professor van 
Baren, Secretary-General of the Society. I would like to offer them our sincere 
congratulations not only on the scientific success of the Congress and tours but 
also on the extra-curricula arrangements made for us outside the Congress sessions. 
Everything has been carried out with taste and distinction. We have appreciated 
this very much indeed.
